
1. Bible and Devotional Materials
A devotion guide will be provided, but bring any supplemental materials that would 
be helpful to you personally for leading devotions related to our daily theme.

2. Special Clothing/Costumes for Late Nite Activities
Stay tuned for the release of Late Nite events on the Summer Staff Hub!

3. Crazy Costumes, Hats, Sunglasses, etc.
Add excitement to your wardrobe by using crazy items! Consider including items that 
your campers can use to show Legacy spirit throughout the Week.

4. Clothing
• For daily camp activities: finger-tip length shorts, t-shirts (CAMP IS PROVID-

ING SIX FREE T-SHIRTS FOR YOU to wear on specified days during each camp 
week, but please pack other t-shirts to wear during Staff Training and your 
time off), jeans, modest one-piece swimsuit or tankini, flip flops or sandals, 
tennis shoes, etc. Pack enough for two weeks.

• You will recieve a NEW Hire t-shirt in the mail prior to camp and will be ex-
pected to wear it during the summer, so be sure to bring it!

• Laundry service is not provided during the Week. However, washers and dryers 
are available on campus for staff to use to take care of any unexpected camper 
needs (bedwetting, sickness, etc.). This is not for routine staff use. Summer Staff 
will need to bring rolls of quarters with them as we will utilize a local laundromat 
during on/off time or between Weeks. Camp will provide laundry detergent for 
Summer Staff during the staff meeting on CFA FFFD.



4. Clothing (cont.)
• All Staff will need black pants/shorts/capris to wear on Spectacular Starting 

Sundays and Chick-fil-A Friday Family Fun Days (first and last days of camp). 
You will need to pack your black pants/shorts/capris for a group photo during 
Staff Training Week.

• Closed-toe shoes are required for daily camp activities.
• An analogue/digital watch. Smart watches are not permitted during the 

summer.
• Staff Appreciation Banquet (End of Summer): “business casual” or Sunday 

dress (Any clothing should be in keeping with the camp’s policy).
• Returners please bring your rain jacket from previous summer.

Reminder: During off time, staff may follow a relaxed dress code while keeping 
the representation of the wholesome environment we are striving to create in 
mind. 

5. Room Items
Summer Staff are encouraged to bring an alarm clock (you will not be permitted to 
use your cell phone as an alarm clock as cell phones are turned into the office for use 
only during your time off), posters which demonstrate and encourage positive Chris-
tian values, radio/CD player and Christain CDs. We will have computers available to 
staff in a lounge to use during your off time, so you do not need to bring your laptop. 
If you bring it, please know you will not be allowed to keep it with you.
It will be stored in the camp office while camp is in session, and you can check it out 
during your off time. WinShape Camps will not be held liable if your laptop is dam-
aged, lost, or stolen.



6. Personal Toiletries (including sunscreen, bug spray, etc.)

7. Art Supplies
Markers, crayons, construction paper, etc. (no glitter) come in handy on Spectacular 
Starting Sunday. This is not a necessity, but can be helpful and fun!

8. Storage Items
Your primary storage will be under the bed. We recommend duffle bags or plastic 
storage containers.

9. Personal Musical Instrument (guitar, violin, flute, etc)
lf you would like to play during the summer in your Nest, during free time, and 
possibly during worship services, then you may bring your instrument. Howev-
er, WinShape Camps will not be held liable if your instrument is damaged, lost, 
or stolen.

10. Packing for Staff Training
Please keep in mind that you will spend four days at Staff Training in Mt. Berry, 
GA before departing for Cohutta Springs for the remainder of the summer. If 
you are driving, please pack a separate bag for Staff Training that includes only 
the essentials for those days (clothing, Bible, alarm clock, toiletries, etc.). All 
others (room items for decorating, art supplies, storage containers, etc.) should 
be left in your car for unpacking at Cohutta Springs.

12. Linens
Extra-long twin size sheets, comforter/quilt, pillow, light blanket, sleeping bag 
(Staff Training), towels (for bathing and swimming), washcloths, etc.
